"ALL YOUR NEEDS"

ICEBREAKER: Go around the group and have everyone share one need that God has met in their life this past year.

LESSON: 

1. Read Philippians 4:19. What are some other Scriptures you can think of where God promises to meet our needs?

2. Jesus came not only to forgive sins but also to meet the needs in our lives. What are some of the needs we have? What can we do to have those needs met?

3. Although the Lord is interested in every detail of our lives and wants to meet our needs, we should never fall into the trap of viewing God as a spiritual "Santa Claus." How can we guard against this snare, and how can we keep the proper balance in our lives concerning having our needs met by God?

4. Read Matthew 7:7-8. What is the role of persistence in prayer in having your needs met? Can you recall a time when persistence in prayer "paid off"?

APPLICATION: Have each person name the one most pressing need in his/her life. Then pray over each person one at a time and believe together for God to meet that need!
