"DEBORAH, WOMAN OF WARFARE"

ICEBREAKER: Who is the woman you most admire? 

LESSON: 

1. Read Judges 4:1-24. This miracle began with a woman who was confident in God's delivering power (verses 6-7). A woman's faith has mighty potential to move mountains. Discuss some of the biblical accounts of women whose faith changed the course of human events (examples: Sarah; Rahab; Moses' mother, Jochebed; Mary, the mother of Jesus).

2. Deborah had to possess much courage to effectively judge and lead Israel. In what areas must women today exercise courage? How can we help those who are struggling?

3. Barak, the great general of Israel, received his inspiration from the faith of Deborah (verse 8). Discuss how God can use a woman's anointing to affect the outcome of a family, church, community, or nation.

4. Deborah called herself a "mother in Israel" (Judges 5:7). She was a kingdom leader, a woman whose heart's desire was to deliver and bring freedom to a nation plagued by fear and oppression. How can a woman's maternal instincts be used to advance the Kingdom of God?

APPLICATION: Take time to pray over each lady in the group, and ask God to use their unique talents to make them women of influence.
