“DILIGENCE AND FORGIVENESS"

ICEBREAKER: Tell a funny story of something that happened to you at a time when you were "broke" financially.

LESSON:

1. Diligence may be defined as "investing all my energy to complete the tasks that are assigned to me." What are some of the areas in life where we need diligence? What are the benefits of being diligent?

2. Share what you feel has been one of the keys you have learned concerning diligence in finances that has really helped you.

3. Read Luke 6:37-38. Giving and forgiveness are tied together in these verses. Discuss the relationship between the two.

4. Keeping "no score" in offenses is practically impossible without God's help. Can you give an illustration from your life when unforgiveness temporarily stopped the flow of God's blessings to you? How did you overcome unforgiveness? What was it like afterward?

APPLICATION: Pair up, men with men, women with women. Share an area of your life in which you need to grow in diligence or in which you need to extend forgiveness. Pray for each other.
