"FEED THE FLOCK"

ICEBREAKER: What is the most unusual food combination you have ever seen someone eat (pickles and ice cream, peanut butter and onions, etc.)?

LESSON:

1. Many cases have been documented of serious situations being diverted just because someone took the time to be nice to someone else. Share a story with the group of a time you did something unexpected for someone or someone for you and it had a positive impact.

2. Read Ezekiel 34:1-6. The Bible strongly encourages us to reach out to five different groups of people. Read through this list one at a time and encourage your members to think of people they know who fall into these categories.

"Strengthen the weak" – new Christians, discouraged people, etc.

"Heal the sick" – those diseased physically, emotionally. etc. 

"Bind up the injured" – those hurt by other people.

"Bring back the strays" – backslidden Christians.

"Search for the lost" – those never saved.

3. If the world practices "random acts of kindness," how much more should Christians practice "deliberate acts of kindness"? Doing something practical for someone who is hurting, lonely, or hungry is our best witness. What deliberate acts of kindness can we do this week to show the love of God to the people we just mentioned?
APPLICATION: Plan a Thanksgiving "leftover" feast for the next cell meeting. Let each person share the ideal type of meeting that would best fit the people they intend to invite. End the meeting with a time of prayer for each of these people. Pray for their salvation, healing, and restoration. Pray for their hearts to be opened as we invite them to the meeting next week.
