"FATHER'S DAY OUTREACH"

The outreach should begin with a shared meal in honor of our fathers. This should comprise the bulk of the meeting. If desired, conduct a brief lesson (see below),

ICEBREAKER: What is the fondest memory you have of your father?

LESSON:

To the fathers: Which of the following was (or is) the hardest thing for you to do as a father raising your children?

Disciplining your children

Finding enough time to be with your children

Not knowing how to be a good father

Guiding your children in their spiritual development

It has been said that people often get their perception of God from their fathers. Do you agree or disagree with this statement? Explain your answer.

APPLICATION: Pray over each father for God's blessing and wisdom in leading his family. If there are any fathers present who wish to be saved, pray with them for salvation. Then make sure to minister to any other shared needs in the group.
