"MOTHER'S DAY OUTREACH"

The outreach should begin with a potluck meal that is in honor of mothers. If someone's mother is not available or is deceased, he may bring a person who has been a "mother" to him in his life.

LESSON:

Let each mother describe how she decorated the nursery before the birth of her first child.

Let each mother tell the most memorable thing one of her children did or said before they were five years old.

Have each mother share the greatest challenge she has faced in motherhood.

Spend time praying over each mother, asking the Lord to give physical, emotional, and spiritual strength.

OPTIONAL LESSON: (Homogeneous workplace groups)

Most mothers are extremely frugal. What were some of the things your mother did to save money as you were growing up?

Describe the quality in your mother that you most respected.

Isaiah said, "Can a woman forget her nursing child and have no compassion on the son of her womb? Even these may forget, but I will not forget you" (Isaiah 49:15). How does God's love for us surpass the love of a mother for her child?

Ask the Lord to minister to those in the group who need to personally experience the unconditional love of God.
