"INHERITANCE"

ICEBREAKER: Suppose you had a distant relative who died, and you just found out he left you with $100,000 after all taxes had been paid. How would you spend or use this money?

LESSON:

1. Read Psalm 127:3. Children are an inheritance from the Lord. How have children (either your own or someone else's) enriched your life and made you a better person?

2. Read Proverbs 22:6. Training a child in the way he/she should go involves more than taking care of the physical needs of food, clothing, and shelter. Think back for a few moments on your childhood. What is one value that your parents instilled in you that you really appreciate today because of how it has helped you in life?

3. As Christians, what is the greatest inheritance we can give to our children? What are some practical ways we can help our children to receive this inheritance?

4. Read Malachi 4:6. God desires to restore broken relationships between parents and children. Can anyone in the group share how God restored a broken relationship between you and your child or between you and a parent?

APPLICATION: Give opportunity for ministry to those who may have a strained or broken relationship with their children or parents. End with a time of prayer for blessings over each family.
