"LOYALTY' AND HONESTY"

(Do not read the title of the lesson until after the icebreaker.)

ICEBREAKER: What are the most important qualities you look for in a friend? Why?

LESSON:

1. Loyalty in the family means using difficult times to demonstrate faithfulness and commitment to other family members. Name one or two ways loyalty can be demonstrated in the family.

2. Read Ruth 1:16-17. Ruth demonstrated true loyalty to her mother-in-law, Naomi. Tell of a time when loyalty was shown in your family and how it made a difference in your life.

3. Another character quality important in the family is honesty. Psalm 51:6 (LB) says. You deserve honesty from the heart; yes, utter sincerity and truthfulness. Oh, give me this wisdom." God requires us to be honest if we are going to have a genuine relationship with Him. Can you tell of a time when someone was painfully honest with you? How did that make you feel, and how did it affect your relationship?

4. Honesty is more than just not telling lies. What other actions are included in the scope of honesty? How can we impart the character trait of honesty to our children?

APPLICATION: Pair up with one or two others and discuss one positive way you can demonstrate loyalty and honesty in your family this week. Pray for each other in those areas.
