"PRINCIPLES OF THE ANOINTING"

ICEBREAKER: Have you ever won any kind of race? 

LESSON:

1. Read I Corinthians 1:26-29, then I Samuel 16:7. God chose David, the youngest of eight brothers, because He looked on his heart and not on his outward appearance. Give other examples from the Bible where God chose an unlikely candidate for an important task, but because of the anointing, the person was able to succeed.

2. The anointing gives a person a supernatural boldness to challenge the enemy. David killed a lion, a bear, and a giant under the anointing, whereas Saul was fearful after he lost the anointing. Do you remember a time when you felt the anointing and challenged a task you would have been afraid to tackle in the natural?

3. Anyone who stays submitted to God and remains humble can walk in the anointing. Saul lost the anointing through disobedience (I Samuel 15:22, 23). Discuss other ways we can lose the anointing of God in our lives.

4. Saul spent the rest of his life persecuting David because David now carried the anointing. Why does Satan hate those who walk in the anointing? How does he try to stop them from walking in it?

APPLICATION: In groups of three, pray for a fresh anointing upon your life to conquer areas in which Satan is attacking. Repent for things that block the anointing, and receive a fresh anointing for service to the Lord.
