"PUTTING GOD FIRST"

ICEBREAKER: What was the hardest thing you ever had to do? 

LESSON:

1. Read Leviticus 25:3-5. The Lord told Israel to sow and harvest for six years and then rest in the seventh year. This required a step of faith, trusting that God would provide for them if they would put Him first. Why do we often struggle to put God first? What do our minds tell us in such times?

2. Read Leviticus 25:20-22. In these verses, God said that He would "command a blessing" on them in the sixth year that would make up for not planting in the seventh year. Discuss how God can stretch your resources to give you back what you have given to Him.
3. Read Leviticus 25:8-10. The "jubilee" on the Day of Atonement in the fiftieth year meant that you were free from financial bondage and could return to your inheritance. Discuss how the blood of Jesus brings us our jubilee.

4. Read Leviticus 25:39-41. Every person was to release his servant in the year of jubilee. What was God trying to teach us about forgiving others' debts if we want our own to be forgiven?

APPLICATION: In groups of three, share about a person you need to release in the "jubilee." As you do, receive the blessing of the Lord upon your life and finances, and command the devil to give back all that he has withheld from you.
