"SAMSON AND THE MAN GOD USES"

ICEBREAKER: What is the mightiest feat of strength you have ever seen performed?

LESSON:

1. Read Judges 13:2-5. Samson was a man of destiny. Why is it important for every man to feel a sense of destiny?

2. Samson's greatness was in his consecration to God and in the Holy Spirit's power upon him (Judges 13:25). How does the anointing enable a man to accomplish feats that would otherwise be impossible to him?

3. Samson compromised his convictions by going after ungodly female relationships (Judges 14:1, 16:1). Someone has said that the three greatest temptations of men are "power, money, and sex." How can a man have power to deny himself these three temptations so that he does not fall like Samson did (godly partner, humility, contentment, accountability, etc.)?

4. God gave Samson one more chance (Judges 16:28). A man may fail in one of these areas, but God can restore his dignity and use him greatly in his remaining years. What lessons can we learn from Samson's time in jail and final victory over the Philistines?

APPLICATION: Let the group gather around and pray for the anointing to be released in each man in the group.
