"SATAN'S DOWNFALL"

ICEBREAKER: What irritating habit have you successfully overcome?

LESSON:

1. What are some habits that may start out small and seemingly harmless but have the potential to get out of control?

2. Even after salvation, most people continue to have areas of struggle in their lives. Have each member write on a piece of paper habits, sins, struggles, or fears that they are facing. Tell the group that these papers are for their own use and will not be turned in.

3. Read Ezekiel 28:11-17. This scripture talks about the downfall of Satan and reminds us that he is a defeated foe. Read Colossians 2:13-15. Why is it important to remind each other and the devil that we have victory over our habits and sins?

4. I John 1:9 encourages us to confess our sins, and God will both forgive and cleanse us. Have people hold up their piece of paper before the Lord. (Cell leader: Lead the group in prayer to renounce habits and overcome the devil. Pause at the three dots to allow the people to repeat what you said.)

APPLICATION: "Heavenly Father ... I bow in worship and praise before you ... I receive what Jesus did on the cross ... for my salvation ...  I surrender every area of my life to you ... I take a stand..against all the workings of the enemy ... in my life ... Satan, I command you ... in the name of Jesus Christ ... to leave my presence ... I bring the blood ...  of the Lord Jesus Christ between us ... I resist all your endeavors ... to rob me of the will of God ... I choose to be transformed ... by the renewing of my mind ... I pull down every thought ... that exalts itself against the knowledge of Christ ... and loose into myself a sound mind ... the mind of Christ ...Thank you. God ... for setting me free ... Amen."
