"THE RIVER"

ICEBREAKER: What do you think is the most satisfying drink on a hot summer day?

LESSON:

1. Read Psalms 42:1-2. When Jesus comes into your life, you no longer thirst for earthly things but instead thirst for the things of God. Why are the things of God more satisfying than the ordinary things of the world?

2. Read John 4:4-14. When Jesus met the woman at the well, He offered her living water that would never run dry. Describe how your relationship with Jesus has satisfied your life.

3. All of us become spiritually dry from time to time. What are some of the reasons we experience spiritual dryness?

4. One of the best ways to get into the river of God is through worship and the Word. Listen to the music of revival and allow God to stir within you a hunger for the river of His presence. 

(Cell leader: At this time, be prepared to play about 20 minutes of praise and worship music. The emphasis of the music should be on revival.)

APPLICATION: Pray individually over everyone in the cell group for the river of God to satisfy, cleanse, restore, and multiply in their lives. Pray for each person who is spiritually dry and empty, believing God to visit the meeting!
